June 24, 1974

The Board of Trustees of Sauk Valley College met in regular meeting at
7:30 p.m. on June 24, 1974 in the Board Room of Sauk Valley College, Rural
Route #1, Dixon, Illinois,

Chairman Coplan called the meeting to order at
7:38 p. m. and the following members answered
roll call:

Donna Newman intreduced Mr. Greg Rehner who

will be the student representative on the Board as of
July 1, 1974,

It was moved and seconded that the minutes of the
June 10 meeting be approved as presented. Motion
voted and carried.

It was moved and seconded that the Board approve the
attached Treasurer's Report as presented. Motion
voted and carried.

It was moved and seconded that the Board approve the
attached bills in the following amounts:

Educational Fund $258, 684, 65
Building Fund 18,595, 56
Site and Construction 24,388, 77

In a roll call vote, all voted aye. Motion carried.

It was moved and seconded that the May 31 payroll

in the amount of $193, 158. 59 and the June 15 payroll
in the amount of $37,400. 14 be approved as presented.
In a roll call vote, all voted aye. Motion carried.
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It was rnoved and seconded that the Board accept
with regret the resignation of Frank Rausa, Asst.
Professor of Social Science, to be effective as of
August 8, 1974, Motion voted and carried.

Member Robert Wolf arrived at 7:55 p. m,

It was moved and seconded that Alan Pfeifer of
Data Processing be promoted to a professional-
administrator status of Program Analyst. His

12 month salary will be $10, 000 to include teaching
3 credit hours for both the fall and spring semester
on a release time basis. In a roll call vote the
following was recorded: Ayes Members Gaulrapp,
Koenig, Reigle, Wolf and Coplan. Nays-0. Motion
carried.

It was the consensus of the Board that action should be
delayed on the balance of the personnel matters until
after the budget work session.

It was moved and seconded that the Board approve the
administrative calendar as presented. Motion voted
and carried.

It was moved and seconded that the Board approve the
attached proposal on health and hospitalization insurance.
This proposal enables retiring employees to continue
their eligibility for the college group health and
hospitalization insurance program. In a roll call vote
the following was recorded: Ayes Members Gaulrapp,
Koenig, Reigle, Wolf and Coplan. Nays-0. Motion
carried.

In regard to the food service program, the Board
directed the President to proceed to draw up
specifications and advertise for bids for a food service
contract.

It was moved and seconded that the Board accept the

attached job description for the Director of Community
Services and that this description shall be made a part
of the Board Policy Manual. Motion voted and carried.
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Dr. Cole reported on a proposed secretarial pool
and an information center to be set up on the first
floor of the college.

Research is continuing on the proposed building
regulations for co-sponsored events between the
college and outside agencies.

It was the consensus of the Board that action on faculty
promotions should be deferred until after the faculty
contract has been ratified.

A report was presented to the Board on the cost to
the college for the president's automobile. At the
July 8 meeting a recommendation will be made on this
item,

Member Henry Kobbeman arrived at 8:25 p. m.

Dr. Cole reported on the progress of the North Central
report and the summer nursery school program.

He reported summer enrollment as follows:

1973 595 students for 2, 724 credit hours
1974 800 students for 3,266 credit hours

A budget work session was then held by the Board.

It was moved and seconded that the Board authorize the
administration to fill the vacancy in the Vo-Tech area
caused by the resignation of Clairdel Cox in 1973,

The Board also authorized hiring an instructor in
the Public Service area (Law Enforcement and Fire
Science).

In a roll call vote the following was recorded: Ayes
Members Gaulrapp, Kobbeman, Koenig, Reigle, Wolf,
and Coplan. Nays-0. Motion carried.

It should be noted that the Board had previously approved

the filling of the vacancy created by the resignation of
Violet Wright.

During paset pericds there has been some discussion relative te a possible
heaith and hospitalization ineurance plan for a retired employee. In
reviewing the master contract of our insurance {ile I find that it is possible
for these people to retain their group insurance policy through the coliege
group program with the contract indicating as folilows:

Retired Emplovee:

If an employee is retired by your organization, the health
insurance for himself and dependents may be continued,
subject to the followings

1. You may establish requirements the employee must

meet in order to have the coverage continued. For example,

you may require a specified minimum period of service, or may
require participation in your pension plan, Any such requirements
should Le consistently applied to all employees or to all of a class,

Z, The regular heaith coverage for the empleyee or spouse will
be replaced by the Medicare supplement when the individual hecomes
eligible for Medicar=,

If the heslth irsurasce is not to be continued, follow the same procedure
as for a resignation,

In an instance where the Lealth insurance is to be continued, proceed
ag follows:

1. MNote the enroliment card that the health insurance ic
still ir effect.

2. With respect to the other coverage, follow the same procedure
as for a resignation.

3. When the employee or spouse becomes eligible for Medicare, transfer
the individual {rom the reguiar health coverage to thz Medicare
suppiement in the manner previously explained in "Procedure When
Covered Employee or Spouse Becomes Eligible for Medicare''.

Insurance

1 would like to recommend that the Board approve participation in this
program under the following circumstances;

1. Retiring emplecyees must have completed not less than five
calendar years of service te Sauk Valley Collegs.

2. The annual premium must be paid by the employee not less than
one year in advance and by September 1 of each year,

3. Under special circumstances the Business Manager is granted
authority to allow premium payments due on or before September i,
December 1, March l and June 1, for the succeeding quarter, If
premium payments are not submitied on or before the due dates for
each quarter, it shail be mandatory for the Businees Manager to
terminate the enrollee one month after the premium due date. The
college is not responsible for notification to the enrollee for premium
payments.
