 Community partners and the administration have been in the process of hiring the Director of the Illinois Small Business Development and Procurement Technical Assistance Center. The position was advertised on-line on Sauk Valley Community College’s website, in the QC Times, in the Rockford Register Star, and in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette). Seventeen applications were received. 
Four qualified candidates were interviewed by the committee and the President.
Academic background: David Buchen received a master in education degree and a bachelor degree in history from the University of Wisconsin - Whitewater.
Professional background: Mr. Buchen worked at Rock Valley College for five years as a grant office coordinator, five years as a community development project consultant for First Step Consulting Service, three years at Mesalands Community College as the Director of the Small Business Development Center, and three (3) years as the Director of the Entrepreneurship Center at the University of Wisconsin – Whitewater.
