In conversation with Mary Worley, an instructor at Whiteside Area Career Center (WACC), it was discovered that WACC has a use for the College's old computer equipment that is available for recycling. 
The Information Services Department has 87 outdated computers and 85 outdated monitors available for recycling, which would fulfill the need of WACC.  These computers are operational but outdated and the hard drives have been cleaned to remove all stored data.  The outdated monitors are being replaced with larger monitors that will accommodate the needs of students in the classroom.

Recommendation:
The administration recommends the Board approve the waiving of Board Policy 304.01, Disposition of Equipment (Disposal of obsolete equipment shall be accomplished by public advertisement upon recommendation of the President and approval of the Board) and approve the donation of the computer equipment to the Whiteside Area Career Center for use in its computer technology/repair program and computer labs.
