The College is replacing the following computer hardware:

· Ninety-five eight-year-old desktop computers that are virtually unusable by students and employees;

· Thirty-three six-year-old desktop computers that are in need of upgraded components to extend their useful life;

· Ten laptops that are six-to-seven years old, which will be reassigned for checkout to employees; and

·  Ninety-five computer monitors that are fifteen years old and have reached the end of their useful life.

Additionally, the College is purchasing one laptop for a new employee and twelve laptops for Physics with digital acquisition software and sensors.

 All items were quoted under two state contracts, IPHEC N1 Computer Peripherals Contract (1DGS1306) and IPA Technology Solutions Education Contract (130733), with vendor CDWG, 230 North Milwaukee Ave., Vernon Hills, IL 60061.
