The administration has been in the process of filling the position of Director of Health Professions.  The position was advertised on-line on Sauk Valley Community College’s website, in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette), on-line on Indeed.com, and online on the Chronicle of Higher Education.  Seven applications were received, and three candidates were interviewed.  A committee was composed of Therese Wood, Christine Vincent, Peggy Eshleman, Mary Heitmann, and Linda Clemens (KSB).   Dr. Jon Mandrell, Vice President of Academics and Student Services, served as chair. 

Academic background: Dr. Therese (Terry) Ditto is a graduate of Capella University with a doctorate in nursing education.  She also has a master’s degree and a bachelor’s degree from Southern Illinois University at Edwardville in nursing as well as an associate’s degree from Lewis and Clark Community College.

Professional background: Dr. Ditto is the Dean of Nursing at Florida State College at Jacksonville and was the Chair of the RN-BSN program at Miami-Dade College, an Associate Professor of Nursing at Chamberlain College of Nursing, and a Nurse Educator at Lutheran School of Nursing.
Dr. Ditto brings experience in educating nursing students and, in the words of one of her references, “Terri loves to teach, and she loves students.”

The administration recommends the Board of Trustees approve the appointment of Dr. Therese Ditto for the remainder 2016-2017 academic year and the 2017-2018 year as the Director of Health Professions beginning April 24, 2017 at an annual salary of $82,000.
