The administration has been in the process of filling a Business / CEO Faculty position.  This position will teach Business courses and serve as the facilitator (teacher) for participating high school juniors and seniors enrolled in the Whiteside Area Career Center’s CEO program.  The position was advertised on-line on Sauk Valley Community College’s website, in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette), and on-line on Indeed.com. The College received thirteen applications and three candidates were interviewed. A committee was composed of Scott VanZuiden, Anita Carney, Leandra Hartman (WACC), Margo Empen (Dixon Public Schools), and Joshua Johnson (WACC). Joshua West, Dean of Business, Career, and Technical Programs served as chair. Dr. Steven Nunez, Vice President of Academics and Student Services, and Dr. David Hellmich, President met with the finalists.
Academic background: Ms. Zimmerman is a graduate of Aurora University with a master’s degree in business administration and a bachelor’s degree in accounting. 
Professional background: Ms. Zimmerman has been employed at the Sauk Valley Community College Small Business Development Center as a SBDC Specialist for two years and has taught financial accounting, entrepreneurship principles, and introduction to business as an adjunct at SVCC since 2014.  She was a senior accountant at Sewer Equipment for two years and a cost accountant at Plews for one year.
