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The administration has been in the process of filling a Criminal Justice Instructor position and the position has been posted several times.  The position was advertised on-line on Sauk Valley Community College’s website, the Higher Ed Jobs.com website; and in the Sauk Valley Newspapers (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette).   A committee was composed of Mr. Tom Breed, Dr. James Wright, Ms. Michelle Barkley, and Mr. Luis Moreno.  Mr. Alan Pfeifer, Vice President of Academic Services, served as chair.
Fourteen (14) qualified applications were received.  Of those fourteen (14) applications:  nine (9) applicants had applied for a previous search and one (1) applicant withdrew.  One (1) qualified candidate was interviewed by the committee, the Vice President of Academic Services, and the President.  The candidate presented a teaching demonstration and completed a writing assignment.
Academic background:  Mr. McCollum graduated from North Central University with a Master of Business Administration (emphasis in criminal justice) in 2010 and from Eastern Illinois University with a Bachelor of Arts in 1980.  Mr. McCollum attended the F.B.I. National Academy at the University of Virginia in 1982.
Professional background:  Mr. McCollum has been in the criminal justice field for 40 years as a chief of police, communications supervisor, detective, patrol officer, and director of planning and research.  Mr. McCollum was also recognized in 2012 by Representative Daniel Lipinski for his service to law enforcement.  He has many years of successful experience teaching criminal justice classes as an adjunct for the College of DuPage and other Illinois colleges.

The administration recommends that the Board of Trustees approve the employment of Mr. Daniel McCollum as an Assistant Professor of Criminal Justice starting August 15, 2014 at an annual salary of $53,174.
