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Our Fire Science Technology Program was established fall, 2012 and offers a one-year certificate and a two year Associate Degree.

The College has a significant investment in this program with equipment, training aides, and remodeling of the T2 building.


Area firefighters who have provided considerable expertise, time, and resources developing the program also teach the program.


Because of the shift changes the majority of courses are taught by several part-time faculty.  While the students have benefited from having experienced, professional firefighters as instructors, the program lacks the stability and coordination of a full-time faculty member.


To meet the needs of the program both for quality and instruction and future growth it is necessary for the College to have a full-time faculty member with expertise in Fire Science 

Technology.  It is the recommendation to the Board of Trustees that a new position be authorized and that a national search be performed to identify a qualified person to assist the College with building this program.

Recommendation:

The administration recommends that the Board approve the full-time faculty position for the Fire Science Technology Program.
