








What accommodaƟons are available for students with 
learning differences (disabiliƟes)?   

Students will need to provide documentaƟon of their 
learning differences and will be accommodated on an 
individual  

basis.  Students should make an appointment with the  

DSO Coordinator at (815)835‐6246 prior to placement 
and/or enrollment. 

How do I know if my test scores are sƟll valid? 

Test scores expire at various rates.  See the table below 
to         determine  how long parƟcular scores are valid. 

* High school coursework may be used to fulfill prereq‐
uisites in          mathemaƟcs if at most three years have 
passed between high school     graduaƟon and college 
registraƟon; if more than 3 years have passed, it is ex‐
pected that students will retest. 

If I place into developmental courses will they count       
toward graduaƟon?  

No, these courses do not count toward graduaƟon nor 
do they transfer or count in calculaƟng grade point aver‐
age. The     purpose of developmental courses is to build 
academic skills in English /language arts and math. De‐
velopmental courses are idenƟfied by course numbers 
below 100 (i.e. ELA 099, MAT 070). The number of de‐
velopmental courses required may vary depending on 
placement results.

GETTING STARTED WITH ACCUPLACER 

1. Complete an SVCC Student InformaƟon Form and obtain
your Student ID Number. Forms are available at the College 
and    on the College website at svcc.edu/apply [Apply Now]. 

2.  Determine Placement
Meet with an Admissions Specialist or Academic Advisor to 
discuss placement tesƟng requirements. Course placement 
for English and math is determined through mulƟple 
measures including: ACT scores, SAT scores, GED Scores, 
high school transcripts and/or college transcripts; send 
official transcripts to Admissions &               Records. Accuplacer 
placement test scores are used if the above are not 
available, valid, or student is aƩempƟng to improve 
placement opƟons. 

3. Prepare. Get the Study App!
Visit  to download your FREE 
pracƟce app and to access sample math quesƟons and/or 
sample English wriƟng prompts. 

4. Schedule Your Appointment
Contact the TesƟng Center by calling (815)835‐6530 or by 
emailing tesƟng@svcc.edu to schedule an appointment. 

5. Take the Placement Exam/s 
A valid photo ID must be presented before taking a test. No 
Ɵme‐limit restricƟons when taking Placement tests. A 
calculator is embedded in the Math Placement Test. No 
other calculators or electronic devices are allowed during 
tesƟng. Score reports are generated immediately upon 
compleƟon. The 1st aƩempt is free. One retake is allowed. 
If eligible, a $15 retake fee must be paid in the TesƟng 
Center or Business      Services prior to 2nd aƩempt. 

6.  Access Your Score Report
Use the Accuplacer student portal to view and/or print your 
score report.
